Yuzu-nenbutsu sect
After training in Hiei-zan, Ryonin-shonin —
founded Raigo-in and Jyorenge-in in i
Ohara, Kyoto for the pursuit of Buddhist

doctrine. In 1117, at 46, Ryonin-shonin =
received a sutra from Amitabha
Tathagata recommending that everyone
pray to Buddha (nenbutsu) so that all the
people would comprehend the message
and resonate with each other (yuzu), and
thus mastered Yuzu-nenbutsu. In 1127, he
established the nenbutsu school in Osaka. {
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Dainenbutsu-ji

In 1127, when Ryonin-shonin called at Shitenno-ji, he received a revelation from
Prince Shotoku, and established Dainenbutsu-ji as the fundamental school. As
the pioneer of the faith in nenbutsu that spread following its beginnings in the
Heian period, the temple is said to be the first nenbutsu school for Japan's first
domestic nenbutsu sect. Despite suffering conflagration and other calamities in
its history, Dainenbutsu-ji eventually became the head temple of the
Yuzu-nenbutsu sect in the Genroku period (around 1700). The area around the
temple was designated as a Iandscape formation by Osaka City in 2004.
